UNESCO Global Survey on Women, Culture and Emergencies
Dear Sir/Madam,

We kindly request your collaboration in disseminating the UNESCO Global Survey on Women,
Culture and Emergencies to your networks - both among individuals (artists, cultural and heritage
professionals) and organizations (public institutions, professional organizations, networks) in the
fields of culture, emergencies, and gender equality. To support outreach efforts, UNESCO has
prepared a communication package (visuals and key messages) for your kind use.

This joint initiative by UNESCOQO’s Culture Sector and the Division for Gender Equality, launched in
collaboration with Nordicity, aims to assess the impact of emergencies—including armed conflicts,
natural and human-induced hazards as well as other crises—on the culture sector from a gender
perspective. It seeks to identify future actions to ensure that the inclusion and participation of
women artists, cultural and heritage professionals remain central to all cultural sector efforts in
emergency preparedness, response, and early recovery contexts.

Specifically, the data collected will help answer the following key questions:

1. How are women artists, cultural and heritage professionals differently impacted by
emergencies, and what are the consequences on their cultural and creative work?

2. What existing mechanisms and remaining gaps need to be addressed to better support
them?

3. Towhat extent are current mechanisms designed to account for women’s specific needs,
and what should be prioritized to support them effectively?

The data collected will contribute to the preparation of a wider report analysing gendered dynamics
in the culture sector in emergencies. The report will contextualise the Global Survey, highlight key
findings, and provide actionable recommendations for policymakers. Additionally, it will serve as a
foundation for shaping UNESCQ's future strategy on gender equality, culture and emergencies. More
information on this initiative is available in this web article.

The Global Survey is available in English, French, Spanish, Chinese, Russian, and Arabic.

The deadline to answer the survey is 31/07/2025,

Responses from individuals will remain strictly anonymous and will be combined with those of
other respondents for aggregated analysis only. Organizations will be asked to provide their name for
identification purposes.

By broadening the reach of this survey, you will not only help gather new data but also play a key role
in promoting safer cultural and creative environments for women.
